NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
MARCH 31, 2007

1 GENERAL 

The College of Opticians of British Columbia (the "College") was established under the Health
Professions Act of B.C. in December 1994.  Operations commenced in April 1995.

The mandate of the College is to serve and protect the public by regulating the practice of
Opticianry in British Columbia in accordance with the Health Professions Act , Opticians Regulation
and By-Laws.

2 SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Revenue Recognition

The College follows the deferral method of accounting for contributions. More specifically, revenue
from courses, examination fees, and for other programs where revenue is identified with delivery of
services is recognized when the courses, examinations and other services are provided. Amounts
charged for all other fees are recognized as revenue in the year received.

Investments

Investments are stated at the lower of cost and market value.

Capital Assets and Amortization

Purchased capital assets are carried at cost less accumulated amortization. The College provides
for amortization of these assets on the straight-line basis at the following annual rates:

Financial Instruments

The College's financial instruments consist of cash, investments, accounts payable and accrued
liabilities, and vacation payable. The College is subject to normal credit risk on its accounts
receivable. The College is subject to interest rate risk on its investments which are subject to
fluctuations in the prime bank rate.

In the opinion of management, the College is not otherwise subject to any significant credit or
interest risk from its financial instruments and the fair market value of these financial instruments
approximates their carrying value.

Income Taxes

Income taxes are not reflected in these financial statements as the College is a not-for-profit organization.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Canadian generally accepted accounting
principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of
assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities a the financial position date and the
reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the year. Actual results could differ from those
estimates.

5 COMMITMENTS

(a) The College's premises are leased under a sublease arrangement expiring on October 31, 2008. The
total rent to that date is $66,855 which includes its proportionate share of operating costs. Included in the
sublease arrangement is a cancellation clause allowing the sublandlord to terminate the lease by giving
four months notice to the College.

As at March 31, 2007 there was no
amount outstanding on the operating line of credit.

7 PRIOR PERIOD ADJUSTMENT

During the current year, the College discovered that $11,259 of vacation pay, $9,315 of legal fees and
$3,000 of public awareness expenses were not accrued as at March 31, 2006. As a result, prior year's
salaries and benefits expense was understated by $11,259, legal fees expense was understated by $9,315
and public awareness expense was understated by $3,000, accounts payable and accrued liabilities was
understated by $12,315, vacation payable was understated by $11,259 and net assets was overstated by
$23,574. The prior year's financial statements have been restated to correct these errors. There is no
effect in the current year.

8 COMPARATIVE FIGURES
